FATHER’'S CHRISTMASL

| have just read that on the first day of the post Christmas sales, the cash
takings at Harrods averaged £1 million per hour. Throughout the country
cash tills have been ringing at record levels since early November. This
is following other recent Christmas/New Year periods where spending
levels continue to break all previous records.[]

So much has changed in a hundred years. | remember my father
relating his early Christmas memories in Wyke Champflower when he
was a small boy. He was born the eldest son of a small tenant farmer
and therefore although the family were not the poorest in the community
the living from a small tenanted farm was very modest and obviously the
family spending budget had to be likewise.[]

In those days no one seemed to prepare much other than food before
Christmas Eve when work on the farm would stop at lunch time and his
father’s favourite horse would be hitched to the trap which was just big
enough to carry his Dad, Mum and the four children into Castle Cary in
the afternoon to buy presents. The children had saved pocket money
throughout the year for the occasion, mostly pennies and in no great
numbers, two shillings would buy quite a lot in those days. This was
then carefully spent in the shops of Castle Cary when they would make
small purchases for first of all mother, then father and their brothers and
sisters. Hardly any money was spent on anyone other than the immedi-[J
ate family, as their savings would not run to it.[]

They then piled into the horse and trap as darkness fell and returned
home. Once at home the wrapping of presents began in earnest mostly
in brown paper or newsprint (only the very wealthy could afford gift
wrapping). They were then placed under the Christmas tree to await the
following morning. It is interesting to note that Santa never came to this
house and the children were very pleased with, and appreciative of, the
presents which were given by mother and father and the other children.

Christmas day began for my Grandfather at around 4.30 am as both the
milking and feeding of the cows and other animals was best carried outlJ
before an early breakfast on Christmas Day. After breakfast]



and before the days cooking began all presents would be exchanged.
Much joy and excitement would be experienced by the children,
afterwards most helped, especially dad’s sisters, their mother to cook
the Christmas Dinner. It was always Grandfather’'s job to cook the
meat in this house on Christmas Day which would usually be a joint of
pork as a few pigs were often kept on the little farm. After lunch he and
the other two men who worked on the farm milked and fed the cows
again and did other very essential chores. After about 6.30 they would
spend a peaceful evening with their tired children and so to bed.O

Boxing Day was just another day on the farm when all wok returned to
the normal pattern, only the very well to do people went shooting
pheasants or fox hunting. Father and his family had done with Christ-[J
mas until the following year.[]

One doesn’t have to be a rocket scientist to see differences between
then and now, very few people were in debt or owed any money and if
they were it was generally repaid very quickly and not over many
months or even decades as is the case these days. Binge drinking
was practically unheard of, mainly because most of the population
could not afford what was available, although there were a few who
drank too much cider during the haymaking and harvest seasons!
Vandalism, violence and robbery were quite unusual and swiftly dealt
with in most cases.lJ

COMPUTER BYTESO

Every now and then we all receive an email, copied to dozens of other
recipients, passing on an urgent warning of some alleged scam that
invites people to type a specified code into their computers or mobiles,
thereby involuntarily enabling some fraudster to take control of them,
gain access to our bank details, raid our fridges and ‘seduce our
daughters!” The message urges us to pass on the warning to every-{J
one in our email address books.[

Nine out of ten of these ‘warnings’ are bogus, and can quickly be
established by googling the ‘nefarious’ code (or other keywords) and
find that it is exposed as a hoax by one or more of the many excellent
‘hoax busting’ websites.[

Those who automatically pass on a hoax message to 30 or 40 of their
friends without first checking its authenticity are contributing to a
proliferation of useless emails, which soon run into hundreds of thou-[
sands or more, which, along with the millions upon millions of spam
messages similarly spreading across the globe, may eventually cause
the complete collapse of the internet.(]

The thing to do with chain email like this is precisely what you would
do with a chain letter through the post: check that it's bogus, and bin
it

A ‘cute’ tip: Are you fed up with having to always go to ‘Character Map’
to put an acute accent above letters such as ‘a’, ‘e’, ‘0'? Well ... there
is an easier way round this. Just hold down the Alt Gr key (usually to
the right of the spacebar) and press the appropriate letter. Note also,
that holding down Shift at the same time as Alt Gr before pressing a
character key will give accented uppercase letters!O

Penny Pinching: A very useful website which lists voucher codes,
shopping discounts, promotional offers and freebies being offered by
shops for online shopping. Apparently one taps in the code at the
checkout stage of the transaction, usually in the ‘promotional code’
box and the money is deducted from one’s bill: discounts may include
pounds off an order at Tesco, Marks and Spencer, Dixons,[]



Amazon, Vodafone, Dell, Easy Jet, Austin Reed, Currys, Hamleys,
M&S, Boots, etc. Obviously one has to check out the website periodi-[]
cally to see which offers are available as they probably change almost
daily/weekly.[]

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GILBERT SHINGLERLI 5 July 1909 - 24 December 20070

St. Leonard’s Church was packed on January 9 for the memorial
service to Gilbert Shingler.[]

He, his wife Peggy and their 3 children came to Bruton in 1949, driven
in part by the hard winter of 1947 which was particularly severe in
Shropshire where they were living. He was a baker and that winter in
order to deliver the bread, his van was towed around the villages by
tractor. So when he saw Gants Mill advertised, it seemed ideal. It
fitted in well with his other interests, and the mill could be used to
prepare meal for his pedigree Large White pigs and the chickens.[

Once at Gants Mill his days were long and hard, there were cows to
be milked, pigs to be fed, eggs to be collected. The Mill was converted
into a high rise penthouse for the laying chickens using a new method
he had heard of and there were new methods of feeding his Guern-J
seys to try too. All these farming activities led to involvement with the
National Farmers’ Union, firstly as Chairman of the Wincanton Branch
and then in 1969 he became Chairman of Somerset County NFU at
a time of much turmoil in the industry.O

Meanwhile he had become a governor of Sexey's School and re-[
mained as such for 20 years. It was during this time that the school
went through a great deal of change leading to its enviable reputation
today.[

Gilbert was a man of action, idleness was not for him. He served on
the PCC until he was was 90. And when he and Peggy retired to the
bungalow there was the Bruton Horticultural Society to chair. N
ext to his family, his garden was his joy. He grew magnificent sweet
peas and dahlias which were often used to decorate St. Leonard’s.
And at the age of 93, Age Concern honoured him with a certificate as
the oldest active gardener in SW England.O

Those visitors to Gants Mill in the summer months who took the

opportunity to chat to this remarkable man as he worked in his garden
were very fortunate indeed, as are his family and all who knew him.OJ
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MY KIPLING COLLECTIONU

“in consideration of the power of observation, originality of imagination,
virility of ideas and remarkable talent for narration which characterize
the creations of this world-famous author.” This was the citation of the
1907 Nobel prize for literature awarded to Rudyard Kipling, the first
British author to receive the prize.[

My first introduction to Kipling was in the mid seventies with a reading
of Kim, considered by many to be the author's finest work. It was at
that point that | started my Kipling collection. Little did | know then it
would become a lifetime’s passion.OJ

Kipling was a prolific author of both verse and prose. His publishing
career was in excess of sixty years. The largest collection of his works
in Dalhousie University, Halifax, Canada extends to over 4000 sepa-U]
rate items. My current collection holds around 900 items, so | still have
a long way to go!]

| am of that breed of collector who must have the first publication or the
first edition, and as much of his work was published in newspapers
and magazines prior to book publication, you can see the task of a
Kipling collector . Let me give you an example. | have in my collection
a first English edition of the Just So stories published in 1902, this is a
collection of eleven individual tales. Prior to the book publication each
one of these tales was published in American magazines. So my
collection also includes the eleven magazines![]

Many views of Kipling today portray him to have been a jingoist and a
racist. He was no doubt a stalwart of the British Empire, a man of his
time. One needs to understand the man and read his work to realise
that above all this he was a great writer loved by children and adults
with no class divide.O

Kipling died in 1936 and is buried in poets corner, Westminster Abbey.
In a short poem “ The Appeal ” written just prior to his death he wrote!l
“Seek not to question other than /The books | leave behind”.0]
