ABRIDGED HISTORICAL NOTES ONU
THE EARLY YEARS OF HADSPEN VILLAGE HALL

Up to the mid 1930s small social functions in the Parish were held in
the Church Hall however the rector of the day disliked whist drives
being held during Lent and this resulted in a move towards establish-[
ing a secular Hall. Prominent among the supporters of this cause were
Mrs Mabel Parker Rhodes of Honeywick and Mr R M (Dick) Jennings
of Hadspen Valley Farm. Dick’s father, Mr R F Jennings gave the land
on which the Hall now stands and Dick, with Mrs Parker Rhodes and
others set about raising funds. One memorable fete at Honeywick
raised over £120, a considerable achievement for those days. Enthu-[
siasm carried the day and the Hall started life as a village social centre
virtually free from debt.[

To ensure continuity the Hall was registered as a charity with the
Charity Commissioners on 25 February 1938 and the Official Trustees
for the Commissioners became permanent trustees of the Hall. The
original trustees were Mr Mark Dyer a retired civil servant who lived at
Larkhill and who was the first secretary to the Hall; Mrs M Parker
Rhodes who lived at Honeywick House, Mr Dick Jennings who lived at
Hadspen Valley Farm (now Hadspen Valley House) and Mr G F
Clothier, farmer of Bottom Barn Farm (now known as The Wildings).
It is probably true to say that had there been no Dick Jennings — ably
supported by Mrs Jennings — there would have been no Hall.[I

Social activity has waxed and waned according to the needs of the
times. There were dances when the Hall was crammed to overflowing.
Mrs Goodland who lived at Nettlecombe Cottage recalled the Hall
serving primarily as a Men’s Club, a miniature British Legion. It was
also used for young people during pre-television evenings, and fort-[]
nightly for whist drives and occasionally for other functions.d

The Conveyance and Trust Deed is an interesting document drawn by
Woodforde and Drewett, Solicitors of Castle Cary, and is dated 28
October 1937. It provides for the passing of the trusteeship to the
Charity Commissioners, with responsibility for management fallJ



ling to a local committee established in accordance with the trust deed.
The organisations given the right to nominate a member of the Com-[
mittee were the Mothers’ Union, the Whist Drive Club and the Social
Club which no longer exist in Hadspen.

The deed is drawn so as to allow the Committee to adapt to changes
in social patterns. Provision is made for raising a mortgage, or for the
discontinuance by sale or letting of the Hall, subject to approval by a
village meeting and the Charity Commissioners. There are no trust
funds as such as maintenance of the Hall is the responsibility of the
Committee. It has always been necessary in the past to obtain grants
from public funds towards modernisation and repair. Such grants
have always been subject to a proportionate amount being raised
locally so that self-help has always been imperative.[]

COLD CHICKEN PIEQ

A really yummy pie - courtesy of Delia Smith![]

You can tell this is a genuine St Delia recipe, by the number of exhorta-[
tions to “Now do this” and “Next do that”.(]

3 or 4 skinned chicken breasts 1 tsp dried thyme[

1 tsp powdered mace % tbsp dried sagel
1lb (450gr) sausagemeat salt and pepper

8 spring onions, finely chopped 4 thsp double cream

juice and rind of 1 lemonQ
Shortcrust pastry
(2 ozs lard, 2 ozs butter, 8mozs flour, beaten egg to glaze)O

Preheat oven to gas mark 6, 400F or 200C[
Prepare a round 8 inch (20cms) diameter pie tin with rim and sloping sides
which is 2 inches (5cm) deep.O

First make up the pastry. Next, cut the chicken into ¥ inch pieces, place
them in a bowl, add mace and season with salt and pepper.O]

Now, in a separate bowl combine the sausagemeat with the spring onions,
the thyme and sage, the lemon rind and 2 tsp of the lemon juice. Pour in
the cream and mix everything together well to make a soft mixture (rather
like a cake mix) — if necessary, add a little more cream. Next, put one third
of the sausagemeat mixture in the bottom of the pastry lined tin and
spread it flat. Now put half the chicken pieces on top and sprinkle in any
remaining lemon juice, then add another layer of one-third of the sausage-[
meat, followed by the rest of the chicken and final layer of sausagemeat.]

Roll out the rest of the pastry and use it to cover the pie — which will be
well piled up, dome like, by now. Seal the edges well, glaze with some
beaten egg and bake on a baking sheet in the oven for 30 minutes. Then
reduce the heat to gas mark 4, (350F, 180C) and cook for a further 14
hours.O

PS In her new book, Delia would probably exhort you to buy ready made
pastry and why not? Why not indeed.[

It is a classic
blend of Merlot, Cabernet Sauvignon, Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot.O

WOMEN'S WORLD DAY OF PRAYER[
Friday 7 March 20080

In 1887, Mary Ellen James called for a day of prayer — a reaction, as
a Christian, to the society in which she lived. As the wife of a
Presbyterian minister in New York and a mother to seven children,
she was aware of the problems facing many women around the
world — poverty, unemployment, poor housing, lack of health and
educational facilities. In 1891, two Baptist missionaries, concerned
about the deprivation of women in many countries, called for a day
of prayer for overseas missions.[]

These two events led, in 1919, to the Women’s World Day of Prayer
— by 1927 there were thirty countries involved, including today’s host
country Guyana. By 1930, a service in Scotland launched the United
Kingdom’s involvement, with England following in 1932, Wales in
1933 and Ireland two years later.[]

This, then, is the background to the community of women worldwide
coming together to represent various denominations of the Christian
Church with the aim of informed prayer leading to prayerful action.
Each year, a different country creates an Order of Service for
everyone to follow. In 2008, it is the turn of the women of Guyana —
a vibrant, multi-cultural country about the same size as Great Britain,
situated between Venezuela and Suriname on the Atlantic Coast.[]

These services are wonderfully happy, vibrant, friendly events at
which all are welcome — men, women, children — whether you are a
member of a church (Anglican, Baptist, Catholic, Community, Meth-[J
odist, Quaker are all represented) or not — come and join us to help
celebrate.

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Gangly, awkward and always looking for a fight, the brown hare fully
deserves its reputation of Mad March Harellll

Belonging to the same family as rabbits - lagomorphs - they are much
swifter. Hares are generally between 48cm and 70cm in length and
weigh about 3-5kg.0]

Brown hares are larger than rabbits, with longer limbs, and a loping
gait. They have black-tipped ears that are equal in length to their head.
The tail is held down when running, showing its black dorsal surface.
The fur moults in spring and autumn, the summer coat being a little
lighter than the hare's reddish winter coat.]

The best times to spot a hare are early morning and just around
dusk. Brown hares feed mainly on herbs in the summer, and pre-
dominantly grasses in the winter. They also feed on cereal and rootQ
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crops, and in bad seasons, it has been suggested that they may eat[
animal corpses. Brown hares rest in a shallow depression in fields orl
long grass known as a form, where only their back and head are vi-O

ble.O

An adult occupies a range of 300 hectares, which it may share with
other hares as they are not territorially aggressive. Courtship involves
boxing - the traditional ‘'mad March hare' behaviour. This is actually
unreceptive females fending off males, rather than fighting between
males. Brown hares escape predators by out-running them - at speeds
up to 40mph! Brown hares are the fastest land animals in the UK.

Females can have up to 3 litters a year, and on average, give birth to
four young (known as leverets).[]

O

In days of yore, meeting a hare was deemed to be unlucky, but
carrying a hare’s or rabbit’s foot was thought to bring good luck.O

It was also a well known cure for any number of ailments, gout,
rheumatism, cramp and even whooping cough. Samuel Pepys carried
one for colic.O
